8) REPORTING
a) Progress Reports.  The GRANTEE shall submit quarterly progress reports to SDF that briefly note project activity for the preceding three months and address the evaluation metrics listed in Paragraph 7 above.  The quarterly periods are to begin with the first three complete months following the execution of this agreement and the Progress Reports are to be received by SDF not later than the 15th day of the following month.  The Progress Reports are to be brief and may be submitted by email.  SDF has the right to ask for additional reasonable information regarding the Progress Reports and the GRANTEE agrees to provide this additional information.

b) Final Report.  The GRANTEE shall submit a brief final report to SDF that summarizes the project activity and accomplishments. The Final Report may be submitted by email.  SDF has the right to ask for additional reasonable information regarding the Progress Reports and the GRANTEE agrees to provide this additional information.

9) INVOICING AND PAYMENT

a) The GRANTEE shall be reimbursed for eligible costs it incurs under this Grant Agreement upon invoice to SDF.  The GRANTEE shall submit invoices that show expenditures by budget category (personnel, expenses and subcontracts) and shall be accompanied by receipts or other appropriate documentation of those expenditures.  SDF has the right to ask for additional reasonable information regarding the invoices and supporting information and the GRANTEE agrees to provide this additional information. 

b) The GRANTOR will not be obligated to make more than one grant disbursement each calendar month.
c) The submission of invoices and payments requests should be made per the Disbursement Request Certificate included as Schedule A. 

10)   RECORD KEEPING

These funds are subject to audit by SDF, Reinvestment Fund and the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.  The GRANTEE agrees that it will maintain complete financial records for all of its costs related to this grant for a period of five (5) years after the execution of this Agreement and will cooperate with the SDF in any audit requests.

11)   TERMINATION

SDF can terminate this Agreement immediately upon any material default or breach by the GRANTEE of any of its obligations under this Agreement if such default is not cured within twenty (20) days after notice of such default or breach is provided to the GRANTEE.

The parties agree and understand all funds transferred under this Agreement will be fully disbursed no later than 60 days after the proposed termination date of the Agreement.

12) INSURANCE COVERAGE

GRANTEE agrees to maintain insurance sufficient to operate GRANTEE’s business in the event of financial or business disruption. Such insurance documentation shall be made available to SDF upon SDF’s commercially reasonable request.

13)   ASSIGNMENT

This Agreement shall not be transferred or assigned by either party without prior written consent of the other party.

14)   NOTICES

All notices, requests, demands, and other communications hereunder must be in writing and shall be deemed to have been given on the date delivered.
15)   FULL AGREEMENT

This agreement embodies the entire agreement and understanding between the parties hereto and supercedes all prior agreements and understandings, oral or written, relating to the subject matter hereof.

16)    SAVINGS CLAUSE

If a court of competent jurisdiction finds any section of this agreement to be void and unenforceable, the remaining sections of the agreement continue in effect as though the unenforceable section does not exist.

17)   AMENDMENT OF THIS AGREEMENT

No change, alteration or modification hereof may be made except in writing signed by the parties.
